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HARRY CROSSLEY BURSARY REGULATIONS: 2011
Students, who have not completed an undergraduate degree by the closing date, will not be considered for bursaries and are advised to submit applications in the following year.

The following offer will apply:

For students:
· Bursaries for master’s studies to the value of R60 000 each.

· Bursaries for doctoral studies to the value of R80 000 each.

Please note:

1. Harry Crossley bursaries can be awarded to students in all subject fields, except the fields of theology and political science. 

2. With regard to local studies, bursaries towards master’s and doctoral studies are available to academically above average students. 

Successful candidates who only register during the second semester of the year, for the degree for which the bursary was awarded, will only receive half the initial amount awarded.

3. Harry Crossley bursaries are earmarked for research and only applications from,

3.1
In the case of a new application, applicants who submit a research proposal together with the application and of whom the two compulsory assessment forms were received, and

3.2
In the case of a renewal application, applicants who submit a satisfactory progress report (as required in the application form), will be considered.

Applicants whose research proposals are not yet ready, or who want to follow a structured course incorporating a research component comprising less than 50% of the total amount of credits for the degree programme, will not be considered.

Only new applicants are encouraged to forward TWO assessment forms, one to their supervisor/promoter and one assessment form to an academic closely involved with their most recent studies/research as soon as possible. The applicant must request his/ her referees to forward the completed assessment forms to the Office for Postgraduate Student Funding (Admin A2069B). It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that both completed assessment forms reach the Office for Postgraduate Student Funding before or on the closing date.

4. Bursaries will be awarded on the grounds of the scientific merit of the proposed research (as determined from the research proposal and referee reports), and according to a list of academic order of priority established according to applicants’ academic performance. 

Specific marks considered for particular degrees are as follows:

4.1
In the case of master’s studies following immediately on a bachelor’s degree, the achievement in all the major subjects of the already completed bachelor’s degree that allow admission to the advanced degree;

4.2
In the case of master’s studies or doctoral studies following honours or master’s studies respectively, the achievement in the highest completed degree, allowing admittance to the advanced degree. 

5.
To be considered, applicants for master’s and doctoral studies need to have achieved a qualifying weighted average mark of at least 70%. This achievement, however, is no guarantee that a bursary will be awarded, as the cut-off mark has been considerably higher over the preceding years.

5. Applicants must in all instances declare all other bursaries for which applications have been submitted or will be submitted. The bursar is also expected to inform the Office for Postgraduate Student Funding, SU, in writing of any change in his/her financial status, including additional bursaries/scholarships that are obtained during the academic year or period of allocation.

7.
Harry Crossley bursars may receive additional bursaries, but this is subject to maximum amounts with regard to the total amount in bursary money that is permissible in addition to this award, as indicated below.

With regards to additional bursaries from the NRF, no NRF bursaries (Grant Holder or Freestanding) are permitted together with Harry Crossley funds.

9. 
Applicants working more than 15 hours per week are permitted to apply for Harry Crossley funding, but allocation will only be for one year. No renewal is possible.

10.

Renewal of bursaries for a particular degree is subject to the availability of sufficient funding as annually advised by the Trustees, and occurs on the following basis:

10.1
Applications for renewal need to be submitted each year.

10.2 
A satisfactory progress report concerning the applicant who submits an application for renewal, with recommendation from the supervisor/promoter needs to be included with the application.

10.3

The maximum period for which support is allowed, is as follows (subject to submitting a renewal application as well as the type of previous allocation; ad-hoc allocations will not necessarily be honoured in the following year):




Master’s degree:
2 years (only if award is made in the 1st year of Master’s study)



Doctoral degree:
2 years

11. These bursaries should not be confused with the support category made available by the Harry Crossley Foundation for research projects (which are not linked to programmes) to researchers at the Tygerberg Campus of Stellenbosch University.

12.
No more than 5% of the total amount available for Harry Crossley Awards in any year may be allocated to foreign students who have attained the academic achievement as calculated according to the requirements set out in 4 above; and allocation will take place, in order of preference, in categories (a), (b), (c) and (d) below:

(a) The SADC countries - Angola, Botswana, the Democratic Republic of the Congo, Lesotho, Madagascar, Malawi, Mauritius, Mozambique, Namibia, Swaziland, Tanzania, Zambia, Zimbabwe – i.e. applicants from these countries who have obtained the qualifying qualification abroad;

(b) Sub-Saharan African countries;

(c) All other countries excepting the OECD-countries;

The OECD-countries (i.e. Australia, Austria, Belgium, Canada, Denmark, Finland, France, Greece, Hungary, Iceland, Ireland, Italy, Japan, South-Korea, Luxemburg, Mexico, The Netherlands, New Zealand, Norway, Poland, Portugal, Spain, Sweden, Switzerland, The Czech Republic, Turkey, The United Kingdom and The United States of America).
13. Bursaries are made available in accordance with the administrative and financial rules and regulations of the University. In addition, bursary money will be paid out subject to the following conditions:

13.1
In the case of the recipient of a bursary being a student, bursary money will be paid into the student's fee account. 

13.2 
 Harry Crossley money will be paid out only if all the documents required for the allocation of the bursary/grant have been furnished to the satisfaction of the Manager: Postgraduate Student Funding. The University retains the right to withhold payment of a scholarship in part or in total in the event of any documents not being available. 
14. Applications close on Wednesday, 29 September 2010.  The process of allocation of bursaries starts immediately after the closing date in accordance with the available amount previously transferred to the University by the Trustees.  As a rule, no funds are available for late applications and it is therefore not possible to receive such applications even on the following day.
