7. FINAL MARK

a.  If a candidate has

 i.   not written any postponed tests (of any nature), 

ii.   attained a class mark of 55% or more, and 

iii.  an examination mark of 45% or more, 

then the Final Mark becomes whichever is the higher: the class mark or the exam mark. 

b.  If one or more of the conditions under (a.) has not been met, then the Final Mark will be calculated as follows:

Final Mark = (Class Mark x 0.4) + (Exam Mark x 0.6)

c.  The candidate passes the course if the Final Mark is 50% or more.

d.  Re-evaluations are granted to candidates who achieve a Final Mark of between (and including) 40 - 49%. The only possible results of the re-evaluation are: 40%, 45%, or 50%. This mark becomes the candidate's Final Mark.
